We will issue a Notice to Proceed within 

the next month to begin construction. 

Interior Paint and Repair of Bayou Blue Elevated Tank 

This project is complete. Paint curing will be complete this weekend, and the tank will be put back 

in service next week. 

Waterline Replacement Along E. Lafourche Street, et al 
Right of Way Acquisition and plan preparation has begun. 

Lead Service Line Inventory 
Phase 1(a) - Town of Lockport LPWD-Owned Service Line Verification 

All 237 of the randomly selected verification sites have been completed with no lead found. 

Phase 1(b) - Lafourche Parish Customer-Owned Service Line Verification 

335 of the 378 randomly selected verification sites have been completed as of yesterday. No lead 

has been found to date. We anticipated being complete with this phase of the project by the end of 

August.
